 Magnificent Zebra Migration …

Botswana’s zebra migration is an almost unknown, wild spectacle that occurs annually in this southern African country. It’s the longest 

single migration of animals that has ever been recorded, and it’s an incredible sight to see first hand, as thousands of zebra kick up 

plumes of dust as they move from one grazing area to another. Every year, after the first decent rains have fallen in the central areas 

of the Nxai and Makgadikgadi National Parks, thousands of zebras embark on a trip of about 500 km round trip in search of greener 

pastures and better grazing. This migration of Zebras is the longest migration in Africa, even surpassing the annual migration of Zebra 

and Wildebeest in the Serengeti and Masai Mara Game Reserves. 

This migration gives you the perfect opportunity to see scattered herds of Botswana’s national animal. These herds can be seen 

throughout the Makgadikgadi palm belt and near the salt pans where the mineral content of grasses is highest.This is an important 

start to their journey. The nomadic journey made by the Burchells Zebra was misunderstood until a conservation team - Elephant 

without Boarders - was able to track the migrational movements from the north of Botswana near Namibia, down to the salt pans of 

Nxai and Makgadigadi through Savuti. Scientists speculate that the zebras migrate to Makgadigadi because the grasses grown there 

have a higher content of protein and minerals when compared tot he grasses of the Delta.  
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DAY 1: Your luxury safari will start at the Maun International airport where you will be greeted with a warm welcome by one of our friendly 
  staff members. From there you will be transferred on our luxury safari vehicle to your tented paradise in Makgadigadi National  
  Park. 

DAY 2: Explore the desert region of Botswana as you gaze upon the natural landscape filled with herds of hungry zebras

DAY 3: A light breakfast will be served after which you will set out in search of the predators and admire the mesmerising wildlife of this  
  region. 

DAY 4: You will be treated to full day’s safari experience, a picnic style lunch, will be served as you move from Makgadigadi to Khwai/ 
  Moremi. 

DAY 5: You can look forward to a mokoro boat ride where you get to glide quietly through the intricate waterways of the Delta. It’s the  
  most tranquil way to experience the area, and to appreciate the smaller details this watery wilderness can offer. 

DAY 6: Explore the wonderland of waterways, floodplains, lagoons, woodland and savannah situated on the eastern edge of the  
  Okavango Delta. With it’s diverse habitats one can expect a wide range of wildlife and a beautiful array of birds.

DAY 7: It is a half-day game drive to Savuti through interesting wilderness areas whethere are few people. 

DAY 8: Savuti marsh exploration and a walk to the bushmen rock paintings. 

DAY 9: A scenic flight from the Savuti Airstrip back to Maun for your departure flight home. This flight gives you one last opportunity to    
  view the hundreds of zebra.
